This impressive and substantial stone built property is located in one of the most sought after locations 
within the County town of Forfar and enjoys outstanding views over the town towards Strathmore and 
Sidlaw Range. Forfar is the administrative capital of Angus and provides a full range of social, leisure and 
consumer facilities including shops, supermarkets and schools. Private schooling is found at Dundee High 
School. Angus is famed for range of outdoor sports from hillwalking in the Angus Glens, loch fishing nearby 
and sandy beaches along the East Coast. Golfers are spoilt for choice with many fine courses nearby. The 
Dundee Aberdeen A90 dual carriageway is easily accessed from Forfar and connects to major routes north 
and south. 
 
Kildonan comprises a four storey dwelling house which offers spacious and well proportioned
